Children's Rosary -

As soon as they said hello, Elizabeth felt her own
baby kick happily in her tummy. The Holy Spirit
helped Elizabeth to know that Mary was going to
be the Mother of God. Elizabeth cried with Joy
and said “you are blessed Mary because you
have believed."

Day 3: The Nativity — Mary gives birth to
Jesus in Bethlehem
